Game Outlook: The Pointer will need another stellar defensive pre-
formance this week as they face the defending NCAA Division III Na-
tional Champions and No. 2 ranked Warhawks of UW-Whitewater. The
Warkawks ranks first in the WIAC in rushing offense (242.67 yards per
game) and total offense (433.83 yards per game) and rank 20th in NCAA
Division III in both of those categories.

Series History: This is the 87th meeting between the Pointers and War-
hawks, with Whitewater holding a 56-30 advantage. UWW is the only
WIAC school the Pointers have never tied. UW-Stevens Point’s last victory
over the Warhawks came on 10/30/04, a 15-12 win at Perkins Stadium.

Last Time Out: The UW-Stevens Point defense held UW-Stout to just 26
yards rushing and added a safety as the Pointers defeated the Blue Devils
19-9. In a game which saw both teams combine for 27 penalties totaling
254 yards, the Pointer defense shined through and the offense provided
enough big plays to give UWSP its fifth consecutive win over UW-Stout.

GET OUT THE VOTE: For the second
time this season, the Pointers are receiving
votes in the American Football Coaches
Association Division 11T Poll. The Point-
ers received votes in the Sept. 29th poll and
were also listed in this past week’s poll in
the “Receiving Votes” category. UW-La
Crosse, UW-Oshkosh, UW-Stout and UW-
Whitewater are the other WIAC schools
that have received votes in the poll.

A++ DEFENSE: Saturdays game will
feature two of the premier defenses in the
WIAC this season. The Pointers and Wat-
hawks rank No. 1 and No. 2 in total de-
fense this season in the WIAC, holding op-
ponents to 238 and 241.5 yards per game
respectively.

DON’T RUN ON ME: The Warhawks
and Pointers also rank as the two top teams
in the WIAC in Rushing Defense. The
Warhawks are holding opponents to 69
yards per game and an average of 2.6 per
carry, and the Pointers are only allowing 75
yards per contest, 2.2 per carry.

GET THAT BALL: The Pointers also
lead the WIAC in Turnover Margin. The
Pointers hold a +9 advantage in the turn-
over department, recovering eight fumbles

and recording 11 interceptions, both league
highs.

GOING AND GOING AND ...:The last
time the Pointers and Warhawks met, Oct.
20, 2007, the Warhawks ended the Point-
ers ten-game winning streak. This week,
the Pointers have a chance to return the
favor and end a Warhawk winning streak.
Whitewater has won 25 consecutive WIAC
games, which ties the league record. UW-
La Crosse accomplished the feat from
1949-1954. The Warhawks also have a 29
game home winning streak, dating back to
No. 13, 2004.

HOME SWEET HOMECOMINGS:
This will mark the fourth straight home-
coming game the Pointers have played in
this season. In addition to their own home-
coming, the Pointers have been hosted by
River Falls, Stout and now UW-Whitewater
on Homecoming,

Pointers Hold Off Webber For Spud Bowl Victory

STEVENS POINT — Webber International outgained the Pointers 253 to 177 on
Saturday afternoon, but a solid defensive effort in the game’s final minutes allowed the
Pointers to hold off the Wartiors, opening the 2008 season with a 23-21 win.

The UWSP defense came out strong in the game’s opening drive, forcing a 3 play
negative 11 yard drive that resulted in a Warrior punt. The Pointers then posted a seven
play, 30 yard drive, highlighted by a Jared Beckwith (Baraboo) pass completion to Aaron
Leonhardt (Baraboo) that put UWSP in range of Ryan Graboski (Woodbury, Minn.) ,
who put the Pointers up 3-0 on a 33-yard field goal.

Grabowski added another field goal, this time from 36 yards out, after UWSP’s
Brian Bailey (New Lisbon) recovered a Webber fumble forced by Brad Vickroy (Wis.
Rapids/Lincoln), putting the Pointers on top 6-0.

In the second half, Webber pieced together a 10 play, 97 yard drive to take a 7-6
lead with 2:20 left in the third quarter, their only lead of the game. On the play, Webber
quarterback Daniel Lafleur (Stuart, Fla.) found Taylor Atwood (Davie, Fla.) for a 39-yard
completion down the left sideline to paydirt.

The Pointers answered back an eight play, 31 yard drive that put Grabowski in range
for a 26 yard field goal as UWSP regained the lead, one they did not relinquish.

The Pointers added seven more points just two plays later as Stremkowski recovered
a Lafleur fumble and T.C. Farber picked up 22 of his 42 yards on the day on the Point-
ers first play, going around the right side and finding the end zone for a quick six points.

Webber again capitalized on a UWSP turnover two drives later, as Lafleur found
Sergio Rivera for a 19 yard touchdown with 3:03 remaining, cutting the lead to just two,
23-21. This time, the two-point conversion was good, cutting UWSP’s lead to 23-21.

After a three-and-out by the Pointers, the defense again stepped up, as Bryan Blum
(Baraboo) intercepted Lafleur, sealing the victory for the Pointers.

For the Pointers, Beckwith finished the day going 18-for-30 for 154 yards and no
touchdowns. Farber had 15 carries for 42 yards and one touchdown. Graboski was
3-for-4 on field goals, connecting from 33, 36 and 26 yards out. Brad Kalsow (Huntley,
11L.) was the Pointers leading receiver on the day, snagging seven balls for 77 yards.

On defense, Tyler Florczak (Chetek) led the day for the Pointer defense, registering
11 tackles, four solo. Stremkowski added 10 and Charlie Dercks (Little Chute) had nine,

including two tackles for a loss of seven yards.

Pointers Roll lowa Wesleyan 45-7

STEVENS POINT — The UW-Stevens Point football team wasted no time in shak-
ing off last week’s slow offensive start on Saturday, as they racked up 329 yards of total
offense, defeating Iowa Wesleyan 45-7 in a rain-soaked affair at Community Stadium at
Goerke Park.

The Pointers got on the board early, taking the opening kickoff and driving down
the field in a six play, 62 yard scoring drive that culminated in Jared Beckwith (Baraboo)
finding Brad Kalsow (Huntley, Ill.) for a 10 yard touchdown strike. Ryan Graboski’s
(Woodbury, Minn.) kick made the game 7-0 just over two minutes into the contest.

Just two plays into Iowa Wesleyan’s first drive, the Tigers coughed up the ball and
UWSP’s Chatlie Dercks (Little Chute) pounced on the ball, giving the Pointers the ball
back inside the visitor’s 20. Just five plays later, C.L. Whiteside (Milwaukee) got the call
and punched the ball across the goal line, giving the Pointers a 13-0 advantage with
10:38 remaining in the opening quarter. Graboski’s kick made the score 14-0.

From there, the Iowa Wesleyan defense forced two three-and-out possessions by the
Pointers until another fumble by the Tigers gave the Pointers the ball deep in Iowa Wes-
leyan territory. The Pointers drove to the visitor’s four yard line, but the Tiger defense
kept UWSP out of the end zone, forcing a 21 yard Grabowski field goal attempt. The
kick floated wide right, and the Pointers were unable to convert on the Tiger fumble.

In the second half, it was again all Pointer offense, as Graboski added a 41-yard field
goal on the Pointer’s first possession of the second half after forcing another three-and-
out by the Tiger offense, 38-0. Iowa Wesleyan then strung together a nine play, 55 yard
drive that took 4:53 and got as close as the Pointer 20, when on fourth and four, Fisch
intercepted Abihider’s pass, giving the Pointers the ball on their own nine.

The lone Pointer turnover of the day came at the end of the third quarter, as a
Beckwith pass was intercepted by Gerald Knighten (Bellwood, IlL.) and returned 13
yards to the Pointer 25. Greg Fields (St. Louis, Mo.) put the Tigers on the board at the
start of the fourth quarter, breaking away for a 19 yard touchdown run and a Scott
Knipfer (Cottage Grove, Wis.) made the score 38-7.

Point answered with a score of their own, stringing together a nine play 68 yard
touchdown drive that ended with Beckwith finding Jake Swank (Oregon) on a four-yard
touchdown pass, putting the Pointers on top 45-7.

The Pointer defense owned the show from thete, holding the Tigers to 14 total
yards in the game’s final 10:29 as UWSP went on to the 38-point victory.

STEVENS POINT - Jared Beckwith (Baraboo) connected with Brad Kalsow
(Huntley, 1) for a 14 yard touchdown pass with 3:24 remaining in the game, and Ryan
Graboski’s (Woodbury, Minn.) point after gave the Pointers the 10-9 victory over the
visiting Cougars of Azusa Pacific on Saturday afternoon.

In an afternoon that saw seven Pointer punts and 146 yards of passing, it was
Beckwith’s pass to Kalsow as the Pointers drove down the field, behind by six, that was
the story of the day for UWSP.

After a scoreless first quarter, the Pointers got on the board with :52 remaining in
the opening half, as Graboski hit a 20 yard field goal, capping a 19 play, 79 yard drive
that consumed 10:23.

Offensive Explosion not enough as Falcons down Pointers 36-30

RIVER FALLS - UW-Stevens Point had their best day through the air so far this
season, passing for 234 yards and two touchdowns, but the Pointer offense managed just
70 yards on the ground and the defense allowed 610 all-purpose yards as the Falcons of
UW-River Falls handed the Pointers their first loss of the season, 36-30, in the WIAC
opener for both teams.

Down 6-0 after a Falcon touchdown and failed extra point, Ryan Graboski (Wood-
bury, Minn.) capped a nine play, 34 yard drive for the Pointers with a 24 yard field goal,
putting the Pointers on the board 6-3.

In the second half, neither team’s offense, after cruising up and down the field in
the first half, could put much together, as the Pointers tacked on a 32 yard Graboski
field goal to cut the deficit to four, 27-23, but Zweifel struck again for the Falcons, haul-
ing in an 18 yard pass from Harmon, pushing the lead to 34-23 heading into the fourth
quarter.

After a safety pushed the score to 36-23, the Pointers capitalized on a Falcon
miscue, getting the ball back at the 11 yard line, and with time winding down, Beckwith
found Jenkins for his second score of the day, cutting the deficit to six with 4:49 remain-
ing.

The Falcons then strung together a seven play, 30 yard drive together that ate 2:42
away from the clock, and with the Pointers pressing in the game’s final minutes, forced a
Beckwith interception that sealed the victory for River Falls.

It was the 18th straight victory for the Pointers over Platteville and first shutout
UW-Platteville has suffered since a 2001 loss to Augustana.

After a Bryan Blum (Baraboo) interception gave the Pointers the ball near midfield,
UWSP drove down the field, and capped a nine play, 38 yard drive with the Graboski
kick to give the Pointers the victory.

All day, neither team was able to string together a drive longer than nine plays, as
both defenses put the clamps on the running and passing games of their opponent.

A week after the Pointers gave up 610 total yards to River Falls, the team rebound-
ed, allowing the Pioneers to gain just 47 yards on 34 carries and held the visitors to 137
yards through the air. Tyler Florczak (Chetek) led the Pointers on the day with 11 total
tackles, while Charlie Dercks (Little Chute) tallied seven tackles, including two for a loss
of 14 yards, a sack and two quarterback hurries. John Jones (Oregon) also added nine
tackles in the win.

Offensively, the Pointers gained 305 yards on 67 plays, 192 of those yards through
the air. Jared Beckwith (Baraboo) completed 22 of 31 passes and was sacked only once,
but also threw three interceptions. Jared Jenkins (Milwaukee) tallied six catches for 51
yards while Brad Kalsow (Huntley, Ill.) recorded five catches for 56 yards. Mike Ferron
(Racine) finished as the leading rusher for the Pointers, gaining 58 yards on 12 carries,
including a long of 28, for a 4.8 per carry average.

This was the second time in eight days a UW-Stevens Point team coached by a
member of the Miech family has shutout Platteville, as the women’s soccer team col-

lected a 6-0 victory over the Pioneers on Oct. 4.

MENOMONIE - The UW-Stevens Point defense held UW-Stout to just 26 yards
rushing and added a safety as the Pointers defeated the Blue Devils 19-9 in Wisconsin
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference action Saturday at Williams Stadium in Menomonie.

In a game which saw both teams combine for 27 penalties totaling 254 yards, the
Pointer defense shined through and the offense provided enough big plays to give
UWSP its fifth consecutive win over UW-Stout.

The Pointer defense forced the Blue Devils to punt in each of their first five pos-
sessions, and only allowed Stout’s offense to put points on the board one time in the
contest.
